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VA OFFERS FREE FLU SHOTS TO ELIGIBLE VETERANS


Nevada – Mr. John E. Hempel, Director of the VA Southern Nevada Healthcare System, said effective immediately, Veterans Administration clinics within the Southern Nevada Metropolitan Area will be providing FREE flu shots to all eligible veterans.  


The West, Southwest, Central, East, Northwest, and Pahrump clinics will be accepting walk in appointments from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm for flu shots Monday through Friday.  The North clinic will be accepting walk in appointments from 8:00 am to 5:30 pm for flu shots Monday through Friday.  The Henderson Clinic will be accepting walk in appointments from 8:00 am – 11:00 am and 1:00 pm-3:00 pm for flu shots Monday through Friday.

The CDC recommends that anyone who has had long-term health problems, weakened immune systems, or is age 50 years and older should get the immunization shots.  In the US, influenza causes an average of 36,000 deaths each year, mostly among the elderly.  Influenza is the number one preventable disease.  It is recommended that vaccinations be obtained yearly.
