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VA Receives Additional Flu Vaccine for Enrolled Veterans

The VA Southern Nevada Healthcare System has received additional doses of Influenza (Flu) vaccine for enrolled veterans.  All veterans who have a chronic medical problem such as diabetes, heart disease, or lung disease are strongly encouraged to get a flu shot if they have not already done so.  Many veterans may feel that it is too late to get a flu shot for this flu season.  However, this is just the beginning of the flu season in Las Vegas and vaccinations now are still very helpful in protecting against influenza. The flu season can run through March and even into April in Las Vegas, partly due to our influx of visitors from other parts of the world.  Mr. Hempel, Director of the VA Southern Nevada Healthcare System said, “To put things in perspective, every year more than 30,000 people in the United States die from complications of influenza.  The SARS epidemic resulted in less than 1,000 deaths worldwide.  Don't pass up this opportunity to protect yourself and those you come in contact with on a daily basis by getting a flu shot.”

The VA Southern Nevada Healthcare System has clinics in Pahrump, Henderson, and five locations in the Greater Las Vegas Metropolitan area.
